9. Conversions must constitute a major change of version, model,
or make. Entries using a commercially available conversion kit
will be placed in the appropriate non-conversion category.

10. A scratch-built model shall have less than 25% of commercially
available kit supplies parts. The remainder of the model must be
fabricated by the modeler.

11. Junior and senior modelers may enter the adult class.

12. Best of Master Modelers must have won first place in a regional,
national, Sandusky County Fair Best of Show, or Kit bashers’
contest. The award must be displayed with the entry. Entries in
this category are not available for any awards other than Best of
Show Overall.
